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 Reduction of Petroleum Fuel Use by the Yosemite Transportation System
Delaware North Companies Parks and Resorts (DNC P&R) is a concessioner providing lodging, retail, food & beverage, commercial recreation, and transportation services to visitors at Yosemite National Park.  DNC P&R operates the Yosemite Transportation System (YTS) and is responsible for a fleet of 275 vehicles including tour buses, shuttle buses, tractors, tow trucks, work trucks, cars, and specialty vehicles. In 2009, DNCP&R initiated measures to significantly reduce petroleum fuel use within the YTS.
Highlights of this project include:

· Purchased and began use of four diesel-electric hybrid trams, which have had a positive effect on tram operations;
· Adopted a no-idling policy that applies to all company vehicles;

· Implemented an extensive outreach program to inform DNCP&R associates about the new policy and to demonstrate to the public a commitment to reducing greenhouse gas emissions;
· Incorporated a ride share program for employees who commute to the park from outside Yosemite Valley;

· As part of an ongoing bike refurbishment program, 15 bikes were refurbished and given to DNC P&R employees; and

· Established a policy to utilize twice-refined oil as an engine lubricant in its entire fleet of buses, cars, trucks, and specialty vehicles.

DNC P&R’s commitment to environmental protection and continual environmental improvement has led to significant environmental benefits to the park, their visitors, and the surrounding communities.
